As part of maintaining the 200 miles of collection sewer lines operated by Ross Valley
Sanitary District (RVSD), a Capital Improvement Program (CIP) is underway with
construction projects needed to protect public health and the environment by
reducing the risk of sewer overflows.

Work to replace outdated system
infrastructure and enhance system
reliability is taking place in your
neighborhood.

The Lower Shady Lane /

Poplar Ave Sewer Improvements
will replace old or outdated system
infrastructure and enhance local
wastewater system reliability and
efficiency. Construction to improve
system performance during wet
weather will involve rehabilitation of
4,200 linear feet (LF) of existing

21 inch diameter sewer pipeline and
associated structures. The project is
being completed at a cost of

$4.9 million.
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: The project is located in three areas:
PRSI  Ross Creek, Lower Shady Lane and
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PROJECT CONSTRUCTION WILL INCLUDE
Sanitary sewer replacements on public and private property.
Bore-and-jack siphon crossing Ross Creek at Locust.

Parallel sewer construction by open-cut.
Sewer pipeline rehabilitation via trench-less methods such as cured-in-place pipe

or fold and form, with bypass pumping of sanitary sewer flow.
Excavation, shoring and backfill, saw cutting.

Pipe and manhole repairs.
